WHAT IS A “DISABILITY”?

Disability is a common name for a large 
number of various functional disabilities 
due to physical, intellectual, mental or 
sensory impairments, medical conditions 
and mental illnesses.

WHAT DOES “HANDICAPPED” MEAN?

It means lost or impaired possibility to 
equally participate in social life community 
activities with other people.

WHAT DOES TERM 
“EQUAL OPPORTUNITY” MEAN?

It is a process in which various systems 
of the society and environment (e.g. 
administrative and other services, 
information, documentation etc.) become 
accessible to all (e.g. mothers with small 
children, senior citizens etc.), especially to 
people with disabilities.

YOU SURELY KNOW HOW MANY 
INHABITANTS CROATIA HAS!

The census from 2001 established that 
Croatia has 4.437.460 inhabitants, 779.145 
living in Zagreb (17,6% of the population).

DO YOU KNOW HOW MANY DISABLED 
PERSONS ARE THERE IN CROATIA?

According to the census from 2001, there 
are 429.421 disabled persons in Croatia 
(9,7%  of the population), 245.897 male 
(11,5%) and 183.524 female (8%). 10,3% of 
all people living in Zagreb are disabled 
persons.
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ZNATE LI KOLIKO DJECE U

DO YOU KNOW HOW MANY CHILDREN

Out of 6.737 disabled children in Croatia 
of up to 14 years of age, 3.784 or 56% go 
to special educational institutions for 
mandatory education.

DO YOU KNOW HOW MUCH A 
WHEELCHAIR COSTS COMPARED TO 
A BICYCLE?

The price of a regular manual wheelchair 
ranges from HRK 5.000,00 to HRK 
20.000,00, while a bicycle costs from HRK 
2.000,00 to HRK 6.000,00.

DO YOU KNOW THE PRICE OF 
IT EQUIPMENT FOR BLIND 
PERSONS COMPARED TO REGULAR 
COMPUTERS?

IT equipment for blind persons costs from 
HRK 40.000,00 to HRK 100.000,00, while 
the general population can purchase the 
same equipment for HRK 5.000,00 to HRK 
10.000,00.
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ZNATE LI ©TO JE NAJVEΔI UZROK 
INVALIDNOSTI U HRVATSKOJ?

NajveÊi uzrok invalidnosti u Hrvatskoj 
je bolest 46 %, invalidnost rada 25,4 %, 
rat i njegove posljedice 13,8 %, uroeni 
nedostatak 5,9 %, prometna nesreÊa 4.3 %, 
ostali uzroci 4,7 %.

Pozdravite takvu osobu iako se meusobno 
ne poznajete, pozdrav je dobar poËetak za 
uspostavljanje komunikacije, nije samo Ëin 
kulturnog ophoenja.

ZNATE LI OPΔENITO KOMUNICIRATI S 
OSOBOM KOJA IMA INVALIDNOST?

Osoba s invalidnoπÊu ima svoj integritet i 
ljudsko dostojanstvo, ophodite se s njom 
kao s osobom koja vam je ravnopravna, 
obraÊajte joj se izravno, razgovarajte s 
njom normalno rabeÊi svakodnevni rjeËnik.

DO YOU KNOW WHAT THE CAUSES OF 
DISABILITY IN CROATIA?

In Croatia, the disabilities are caused by 
diseases (46%), work related disabilities 
(25,4%), war and its consequences (13,8%), 
inborn disabilities 5,9%, traffi c accidents 
(4,3%), other causes (4,7%).

DO YOU KNOW HOW TO INTERACT 
WITH DISABLED PEOPLE?

Greet such a person although you have 
never met. A greeting is a good start for 
any communication, not just a matter of 
basic etiquette.

DO YOU KNOW HOW TO 
COMMUNICATE WITH A DISABLED 
PERSON?

Disabled people have their integrity and 
human dignity. Treat them as equals, speak 
to them directly, talk with them using 
everyday language.

ZNATE LI KAKO KOMUNICIRATI S 
OSOBOM O©TEΔENOG SLUHA?

Osobi oπteÊenog sluha govorite 
razgovijetno i umjerenim tonom, pruæite joj 
prigodu za „Ëitanje“ rijeËi s vaπih usana, 
a svoju misao izraæavajte u πto kraÊim 
reËenicama ili napiπite poruku.

DO YOU KNOW WHAT TO AVOID IN 
INTERACTION WITH A DISABLED 
PERSON?

Don’t overpraise a disabled person for 
independently performing everyday tasks, 
and never show pity for such a person.

DO YOU KNOW HOW TO HELP A 
DISABLED PERSON?

Offer your help to disabled persons only 
when you conclude that they need help. 
Listen to what kind of help they need, e.g. 
give up your seat or a place in line; help 
them enter or leave a public transport 
vehicle; do not park your car on pedestrian 
areas and parking spots reserved for their 
needs…

DO YOU KNOW HOW TO INTERACT 
WITH A HEARING IMPAIRED PERSON?

When talking to a hearing impaired person, 
speak articulately and in a moderate tone 
of voice, let them read your lips, speak in 
short sentences or write a message.

HEARING AND UNABLE TO SPEAK?

Do not pretend to understand if you really 
don’t. Ask the person to repeat the part you 
did not understand, and you repeat the part 
you understood to confi rm you understood 
correctly.

DO YOU KNOW HOW TO HELP A 
PERSON WITH A WHITE CANE OR A 
GUIDE DOG?

Introduce yourself to people who are blind 
but whose hearing is great and who can 
communicate, offer your help and let them 
hold on to your arm just above the elbow. 
Blind persons should be led by always being 
half a pace in front of them. Do not pet 
the guide dog unless you have the owner’s 
approval.

DO YOU KNOW HOW TO INTERACT 
WITH A DEAF-BLIND PERSON?

A deaf-blind persons, identifi ed by a red 
and white cane, can only communicate with 
sense touch. If the deaf-blind persons cannot 
understand you with their limited hearing 
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ZNATE LI KOMUNICIRATI S 
MENTALNO RETARDIRANOM 
OSOBOM?

Osoba s mentalnom retardacijom Ëesto 
nema vidljivih tjelesnih nedostataka ali se 
njeno ponaπanje razlikuje od uobiËajenog.

WITH A MENTALLY RETARDED 
PERSON?

People with mental retardations often 
have no visible physical impairments, but 
their behavior is different. They are good-
tempered people with a lower intelligence 
quotient and the soul of a child. Therefore 
you should approach them with sympathy 
and kindness, and kindly help them if help 
is requested from you.

DO YOU KNOW HOW TO INTERACT 
WITH A PERSON WITH A PHYSICAL 
IMPAIRMENT?

Don’t approach people who have diffi culty 
moving suddenly and from behind, because 
they can easily lose balance. If such a 
person is using an aid (e.g. crutches, 
prosthetics, wheelchair etc.), let them to 
move freely. Don’t catch them by the hand 
with which they are using the aid.
